	Mary Lewis reported that a copy of the NLN Self-Study will be available for all faculty members at the next Faculty Meeting.
	

	Testing
	Mary Lewis reported that she was present at an Adjunct Faculty meeting with Dr. Atkins where the subject of testing was brought up.  It was reported by Dr. Atkins that all testing per course must be the same on all campuses.  She reported that in the faculty meeting minutes from 2005 the decision was made by the faculty that tests would be reviewed by the course faculty in course meetings.  Questions would be collected by faculty in order to create a test bank for each course.  These course test banks would be reviewed periodically.
Regarding text book test banks, she stated that instructors may use the text book test bank questions as a guide only. These test bank questions are not considered valid or reliable.
A discussion ensued in which the following points were made:

Chitra Paul stated she tests knowledge, comprehension, and application.

Anita cited literature stating that text test bank questions are written by test writers, not for content or in any particular Bloom’s level.

Gayle Wetzel suggested leveling questions by the course.

Margaret Kruger questioned how the students are utilizing Meds Pub and suggested helping students utilize the resources that are already available to them.  She also commented on the concentration on making tests rather than course objectives.  She feels we should look more closely at course objectives and create a test blueprint related to the course objectives.
Marilyn Herlin spoke about alternate formats other than multiple choice. NCLEX has alternate format questions. Our students would be better prepared for these if they were included in at least some of the tests in the program.
Mary Lewis stated that we should be able to look at content and then objectives, look at what we are teaching and create tests based upon that criteria.

Mary Lewis questioned adjunct faculty involvement in the text test banks.

Bobby Holbrook talked about the process of developing a course test bank since he and Pam Sanford have been working closely to develop the test bank for Health Assessment.


	Bobby Holbrook will bring one set of the course test bank for Health Assessment so other courses can pattern.
The Lead Instructor for each course will get all test questions for the course and start looking at course and unit objectives for the meeting 2 weeks from today.

	Textbooks
	Mary Lewis reported that Dr. Atkins has stated that each course must have the exact same textbooks on each campus.  Nothing can differ.  Supplements must be the same as well.
Faculty discussed their concern about new editions.  Sharon Rothwell stated that it is the faculty’s responsibility to check with the publisher and make sure they are notified if a new edition comes out since the Bookstore will order the most recent edition.
	Faculty members are aware that they cannot deviate from campus to campus; they must use the exact same books.
