1. General Education Rubrics – Review and Edit: Don distributed the re-formatted rubrics in hard-copy. The group decided to revise them again to place the standard for highest level of performance in the left-most column.
2.  Standardized General Education Summative Test (MAPP)

a.  Updates: Pat Gordin provided a written report and discussed the availability of computers for MAPP testing on all campuses. Currently, there are severe constraints upon lab resources which must also be used for placement testing and distance learning exams. Computer-based testing would likely have to take place over a number of weeks unless alternative testing labs can be identified.
b.  Implementation in Fall 2006:  The timing of MAPP testing and Noel-Levitz Student Satisfaction Inventory administration should be coordinated so that no one faculty member is impacted more than once. The deans and some faculty members have received the initial selection of classes for the Noel Levitz. This list will be adjusted as enrollment in these sections changes or sections are cancelled. A meeting between Don Ransford, Kathie Morris, and Pat Gordin on August 22nd should help to work out implementation issues with the MAPP. (The demographic and identification questions, in addition to the 40-minute test, should take approximately one hour to complete.)
3.  Results of Pilot Study for Written Communication (Marty): Marty has presented a strategy for improving students’ transition between college prep and ENC1101. The most salient finding of the Written Communication Assessment was that most of the students who had previously taken reading prep, writing prep, or EAP did not pass the writing assessment. (A passing score was set at 2.75 out of a 4-point scale. This score approximates a 70% passing score in a credit writing course.) Marty and Pat will work on the revisions to the write-up.
