	· Dr. McNulty discussed past few months, since starting as Interim Director of Nursing on March 1-- was former Chief Nursing Officer many years plus adjunct faculty for Edison Collier Campus for the past seven years & staff development at several hospitals
· Now Assoc. Dir. BSN—working on its program accreditation

· Dr. Lewis retired in May – students verbalizing that they were given misinformation about accreditation from Dr. Lewis. Edison Administration and Dr. McNulty are addressing this situation. Dr. Lewis is in new position at Nova teaching Mental Health

· Dean Mary Myers will coordinate search for new Dean of Nursing

	· Dr. McNulty presented topic: “Empowerment of Nursing Faculty and Leaders”

· Empowerment Self-Assessment Tool was distributed to faculty and staff

	Program Outcomes for the School of Nursing
	· Kevin Coughlin & Dr. Atkins have helped Nursing Coordinators develop program outcomes for the School of Nursing—should go to Student Assessment Committee—M.Ambrose is also assisting
· Dr. Atkins started an assessment instrument to reflect outcomes—K. Coughlin will help craft study for NLNAC presentation

· Dr. McNulty requests that K. Coughlin & Dr. Atkins take a look at the Program Outcomes—feels good about ADN program

· Dr. Atkins realizes S. Holland needs resources—assessment data matches the outcomes (strengths & weaknesses)

· Evening & Advanced Placement students had 100% on NCLEX pass rate

· The college’s substitution issues do not reflect nursing 

· Our mission is always to maintain integrity first & foremost

· Reports & audit person was on campus last week—if audit is clean, mistakes are fixed, & honest communication with the board, then we won’t go on probation

· NLNAC is more prescriptive, & CCNE appears to be more flexible

· Nutrition: Dean Myers developed 12 week online class—catalog states needed Fall 2010 forward, but curriculum committee states not until Spring 2011

· BSN Gen. Ed. classes must be completed before beginning Upper Division coursework (this includes Nutrition)
· Dr. Atkins will hire more staff for Registrar’s Office
	· Decision: Beginning with Spring 2011 class, ADN students will be required to have Nutrition class



	Faculty Participation (faculty & committee work)
	· Fridays are good day for committees and meetings—District meetings should be quarterly
· ADN & BSN meetings should be separate—can also use polycoms for other campuses—Senate faculty usually held 1st Friday of month, with ADN meeting twice per month Fridays

· Nursing Advisory Committee chairperson is Sheila Sarver—meeting to be held Friday, 9/16/11 @ 8:30 a.m. in AA-168—need to get word out in community who should attend—encourages positive feedback for Edison State College

“If it is not documented, it is not done”.
