I. STEM Career Fair Report: 

Christy Smith:
· Was held on Tuesday

· 400 people –pubic school kids, collegiate high  school and college
· 52 businesses with over 80 representatives
· Good evaluation responses with promises to come back next year

· To look at physical space

John Salem:
·  math/science competitions 15 science, 15 math

· Public school participation was voluntary
· Results very good, did pretty well, trophy, gift cards

Marjie Moller: 
· MAT 0028 test winner to get a TI84 calculator
· 8th grade level, high school level, and college level competitions.
· Interest is already on what they want to do next year.

· Evening we had guest speaker from NASA with careers in NASA and some careers on how they were used in space program.

· Also a telescope demonstration at the observatory.

Chair: 
· We had hoped STEM CAREER FAIR to present this activity on rotational basis.

· Charlotte promised to repeat this next year
Lee-Stem Regional Forum: Don  Ransford
· This year we host it. We were asked to Focus on Math, rather than Math and Science. We already have volunteers who will design sessions but need people to facilitate this. Sessions include Topology, Efficiency models using Graph Theory, Tessellations, Face Recognition.

Don Ransford suggested that Lee Campus might want to use the Stem Regional Forum as its STEM program next year. A decision will be made later this year.

II. Textbook Selection Update: Ron Smith, Don Ransford

· Ron Smith (MAC1105): The committee is leaning toward the Lial Book for MAC 1105. There will be one more round of input before a decision is made (ideally by the April 12th department meeting). To avoid having to meet for book adoption, a google doc. will be sent to those teaching MAC 1105 to allow everyone to vote.

III. Fall 2012 Assessment Updates/Spring 2013 Departmental Final Exams: 

a) MAC1114: Joan Van Glabek: 
· To report after getting feedback from members

· Didn’t see any problems with the questions, so we will use the same tests this semester.
b) MAC1105: Ron Smith (Juan Zaragoza, Laurice Garrett, Bibiana Lopez-Segoviano, Ivan Melendez-Leon)

· There was one question on one form with an error that needs to be corrected.

· Members are reviewing the tests for other possible changes but we did not find any significant differences, statistically.
c) MAC1140: Ivana Ilic

· There were a few questions with significantly lower results. 

· May rewrite one or two to avoid distraction and send to members.

· To leave the rest as before in order to get one more set of results

· Areas of weakness include:

· Solving rational inequalities

· When to use parentheses or brackets on intervals.

· Log equations, whether a solution is an extraneous solution or not.

Members were encouraged to do something about the deficiencies they found in these.  Do follow up and not wait till the final exam.  Comment, from Ransford was to  wait to make significant changes to the curriculum until we have collected large data sets to inform our decisions. 

IV. Plans for Future Course Level Assessments

· Course level assessments will continue unless we are told otherwise. 
· These assessments could be on a specific learning outcome or could be Satisfaction surveys or online homework surveys.

· Dual enrollment courses which have common finals are already covered, but in each five year period, we should assess every course in some manner.
· It was agreed to target Calculus courses next with the idea of assessing common areas from one course to the next.
· Mike Chiacchiero as course coordinator for MGF1106 and MGF1107 agreed to begin to develop an appropriate assessment for those courses (possibly for 2014-15).
V.  Chair Appointment:  

· At the request of a faculty member, Professor Lewin opened the meeting to discussion on the department chair selection.

· Professor Lewin stated that according to current CNA (which a Faculty Union officer had concurred would be the procedure to be followed), each appointment is for a 3 year term and the VPAA makes selection in consultation with faculty. Based on this, the current chair has two more years of a second three year appointment.

· The question was raised whether her reappointment was for one year since she had already served 3 years.
· Faculty members expressed uncertainty about whether this was appropriate, whether the results of the vote would have any sticking power or even what the role of the department chair will be for next year since the chair model will be negotiated this summer. Professor Lewin stated that we would move forward with gathering names, and that voting, if appropriate, could take place before the end of the academic year.
