Information items:  The following information items were read in their entirety:

HUS 1111C
The Curriculum Committee approved the change of HUS 1111C to HUS 1111 at the March 22, 2013 meeting.  For reporting purposes to the Statewide Course Numbering System (SCNS), this change is classified as a new course.  It is only with SCNS that the course is considered new.  At Edison State College, the change from HUS 1111C to HUS 1111 is a change of course that makes HUS 1111C equivalent to HUS 1111.  With the removal of the “C” from HUS 1111, the prerequisites for these courses had to be changed from HUS 1111C to HUS 1111: HUS 1320, HUS 2200, HUS 2302, HUS 2500, and HUS 2905.

Discontinued Certificate
Following the final meeting of the 2012-2013 Curriculum Committee, Dr. John Meyer submitted a request to remove the Information Technology Technician Certificate program from the catalog effective fall 2013.  The certificate will be daggered by the state in 2014-2015.  Courses needed to complete the certificate are still part of other programs, which will allow current students to complete the certificate.

CVT 2805C
Jeff Davis and Dr. Collins requested and Dr. Wright approved the removal of CVT 2620C as a prerequisite to CVT 2805C.

Mathematics Course Descriptions Updates
During the February 2013 Curriculum Committee, proposals were brought forth requesting changes to the course descriptions for MAC 1106, MAC 1105, MAC 1140, MAC 1147, and MAC 1114.  The changes to the course descriptions were not approved by the VPAA.  Dr. Wright has requested that the wording in the course descriptions for three of these mathematics courses include language indicating that students will not be permitted to register for courses if they have taken one or more of the combined mathematics courses.  JoAnn Lewin has provided the language to be added to the course descriptions and Dr. Wright has approved these additions to the course descriptions effective fall 2013:

· MAC1105: Credit is not given for both MAC1105 and MAC1106

· MAC1114: Credit is not given for both MAC1114 and MAC1147

· MAC1140: Credit is not given for both MAC1140 and MAC1106, or for both MAC1140 and MAC1147.

MAE 3320 Course Description
Dr. Wright has approved Dr. Harrel’s request to update the course description for MAE 3320C in the catalog to match the description in the course syllabus effective Fall 2013.  The correct course description:

This course is required in the undergraduate Middle School Mathematics Education and Secondary Mathematics Education programs.  Its major goal is to provide prospective middle school teachers the opportunity to develop concepts, skills, and pedagogical procedures for effective teaching of mathematics in grades 6-9.  To this end, the course will provide for an integration of mathematics content and the middle school philosophy while examining learning and teaching at this level.  Such a course is recommended by the National Council Teachers of Mathematics (NCTM). This course includes a 35-hour practicum in a middle grades mathematics classroom.

Deletion of Courses, 5-year rule
Edison State College is required by FAC 6A-10.0331 and COP 03-0605: Course Deletions – “5-Year Rule” to remove courses from our inventory that have not been taught in the past five years.

VPAA/Provost’s address

Dr. Wright’s address covered the Curriculum Committee manual and SB 1720.  He assured the committee that any changes in the manual would not affect procedure as most changes were cosmetic and refining.  His update on SB 1720 included the steps between now and next fall.  In November, the Board of Trustees will receive a draft of our progress and plan for approval as stated in the law.  The report needs to be finalized by January to present to the Chancellor as his report is due to the State legislature in March, 2014.  Advising, data collection, and curriculum changes are the real changes; restructuring of what we already do comprises the rest.  He projected that by February, professors in Math, English, and Reading and gateway courses will present curricular changes. Next, he reviewed the history of the discussion of  SB1720:  funding for remedial classes was threatened to be taken away; however the outcome actually was that  PERT is only administered to those not exempt, unless a student wants to test and be placed.  The exempt students do not have to use the information.  One member asked if the advisors were obligated to inform the student of their exempt status and/or nonbinding remedial paths.  Dr. Wright replied that we cannot force them to take it, but the statute does  specify that advisors are required to inform each student of their options.  Furthermore, this situation has not been hammered out, but more than likely a dialogue box will be in place on the registration site with the exemption information, and the student must click that they understand before completing registration.  He also sees it being included in orientations.  Another member asked where MAT 1033 falls in this SB.  Dr Wright replied that it has been named the gateway course for math, so it is not considered remedial as it is a free elective transfer course.  The chair asked if the professors not teaching gateway courses have been informed of the new student population they will be encountering so that they can adjust their syllabi through this committee as to prerequisites.  One answer he gave was that it was premature because  a new/different pathway for statistics had not been finalized.  The chair recommended an email to all faculty concerning the new population, but Dr Wright felt that this memo would create a culture of fear until we had a better sense of the plan.  The chair responded that better fear than to be blind-sided the first week of Fall 2014.  Dr Wright’s response reverted back to the plan not being finalized and his reluctance to spread the word until it is completed; however, he added that this committee may have to schedule extra meetings and the catalog deadline may need to pushed back for all this to happen.  When discussing the new population, Dr. Wright believes the SLS 1515 course will help with motivation and skill development.  In the end, the Vice chair recommended that Dr. Wright attend the next Department Chairs meeting to inform them as he has us, and Dr. Wright concurred.  The last point of his presentation was a need for a General Education Task force made up of curriculum committee members.  1007.25 general statutes have not diminished the 36 credits of mandatory general education course as rumored; however, out of the five categories, many courses have been added, and we must include at least one of the courses   So, fifteen of the 36 credits are “required” .  Dr Wright wants a committee of seven to eight members to figure out Edison’s new General Education (GE) requirements for our AA degrees.  GE courses for AS degrees will follow.  Also, some courses are not offered at Edison, and the college can be as prescriptive (as broad or narrow) as we want, staying within the five revised categories.  By mid-Spring 2013, Dr Wright wants this committee to bring the recommendations to the committee, to be discussed and then voted on in Fall 2014.  Implementation is not mandatory until Fall 2015.  Also effective Fall 2015 is a foreign language requirement (credit or proficiency) for an associate’s degree, previously only for a BA’s.  The chair asked if this requirement would be part of the 36 GE credits, and Dr. Wright responded that we could make it that way with CLEP options or leave it for graduation review.  Don Ransford, Lisa McGarity, Ann Wilson, and Melanie LeMaster volunteered during the meeting.
