Dean Meyer called the meeting to order at 1:00 and went over the following SoBT information:
Spring course syllabi submissions are moving along.  26 syllabi have been submitted.  Half of those have been approved.  Others needed minor amendments and were returned to the respective department chair.

The Dean reviewed the Bloom’s Taxonomy handout and discussed with the group.  He also reviewed the two syllabi handouts and compared and contrasted the two.   Dean Meyer also stated that he would like to see the correct textbook adoptions should be in all syllabi templates for fall.
January 3 is the next Curriculum Committee deadline.  Please submit actions no later than December 18 to chair for review.
The need continuous improvement/TQM was discussed.
An update about Edison working with Hertz and the EDC was presented. It was agreed that talent and training is needed to attract businesses to Southwest Florida.
Professor William Van Glabek will be moving to the Lee campus beginning January 2, 2014.
At 1:45 Mary Myers, Dean of Edison Online gave a Powerpoint presentation of MOOCs.  She said there are many MOOCs and LOOCs that are still one year out from final development.  MOOCs give more opportunities to students and they can gain competencies through MOOCs and through CLEP/testing.

· Mary reminded faculty that she needed one clean list to be able to assign designers. She needs information to include new or redesign and lead faculty.  She would like to spread out the work and not get all the requests at once.

· Mary - Shells are needed for each type of class being taught. Blended/Online/On Ground and that 
       the designers will build whatever is needed or requested by faculty.

· Dean Meyer requested that the department come to a consensus of what should be taught and learning outcomes.  All agreed.  He said we can then look back in a year and changes may have to be made.

· Dean Meyer and Jen – Assessments tied to learning outcomes need to remain.  There needs to be a common for statistical analysis.  Remind the group that they can always add content, they cannot take it away.  

· Jen brings up proctoring for exams. Some faculty agree and some don’t. Have to come to a consensus.

· Dean Meyer – Agree, and get the basics in place; then next year focus on continued improvement. Pick 3-5-7, (these are the ones we are going to use) Get stuff that works.

· Scott suggests that we build assessments so that we shouldn’t be tied to any one publisher.

· Jen – The current shells are very messy, input from to many individuals. We need help cleaning them up.  Asks Mary about the archive – we can only see most recent.

· Mary – We can help.  You can conclude a class. Still there, you just won’t be able to see it. After 60 days the list closes.

· Dean Meyer – Mary can also help with the blended classes – then able to determine common assessments for on ground also.  Now can copy master.

· Deb – Reminds everyone to be mindful of ADA compliance.

· Dean Meyer discussed the following points:
· Business is asking for Analytics.

· Health Care Systems – Deborah Howard – We don’t currently have anything.  We need 1 maybe 2 things that we are looking for; Health Information specific.  

· Would like to develop Business Analytics (Health) Degree by the fall of 2015 with a 12 credit emphasis. 

· SMAN – need more BAS (IT) related classes. He mentioned Hodges programs.

· Trying to build a pathway to business and industry.

· Information Technology – the focus of the next Workforce Now paper is to interact with local businesses.  Identify all various occupations that relate back to an IT core.  This will help us offer better programs/degrees.

· There are areas of friction, we have to table them and come to the best resolution to better the program now.  Let’s develop the Business Analytics degree with a health care focus. Then it needs to go to the state.

· Lab Fees – issue with the measure up exam.  Will look into it for next fall. 

· Mid-cycle change should be allowed for Computer Science department i.e. CGS 1000 – 11000, we should not need curriculum committee approval for everything.

· We have a large shared drive; partition it so that it’s available to IT faculty.

· Scott – He tries to coordinate with IT; there is a disconnect somewhere.

· Bo Grover is the guy to contact in that case.

· Dean Meyer – passed out the Bloom’s Taxonomy Action Verbs handout - create description and course information, use present tense, make sure it is specific enough and ensure that there is more bullets than outcomes. You own the course and the syllabus.
