After 2015-2016, no new students may be enrolled in this program. Beginning in 2016-2017, students will be enrolled in the new Emergency Medical Technician (0351090415).

Due to the adaptation to the 2009 National Standards for EMS Education, the EMT program was increased to 12 credits in length by FLDOE. This new length will allow for programs to adequately prepare students for both the license and for the field.
