SECOND, IT PROVIDES AN ENHANCED MECHANISM WHERBY THE STUDENT CAN BE EVALUATED ON HIS OR HER PROFICIENCY IN PROGRAM LEVEL OUTCOMES.  IT PROVIDES THE STUDENT WITH THE OPPORTUNITY TO WRITE A CRITIQUED RESUME AND BE ENCOURAGED TO GAIN EMPLOYMENT IN A FIELD CONSISTENT WITH THE AS PLA TRAINING. LASTLY, IT PROVIDES A FOCUS FOR THE STUDENT AS HE OR SHE PROGRESSES THROUGH THE DEGREE PROGRAM BECAUSE OF THE MOTIVATIONAL VALUE OF THE NEED TO PASS A COMPREHENSIVE EXAMINATION IN ORDER TO GRADUATE.
