	1. It was discussed and voted on that Hope Goodwin would be the committee lead and June Davis would record the minutes. 
2. The committee determined that we would meet monthly to assess whether our ADN program continues to meet Standard 4 and review current data regarding the program outcomes

	1. Standard 4 Review
	
	1. Standard 4 was reviewed as well as the standard 4 portion of the ACEN summary from our recent accreditation visit. The purpose of the committee was discussed as most of the members are new to this committee.
2. It was discussed and voted on that this committee will initiate an evaluation of the ADN curriculum every 2 years which will include evaluating the program outcome data collected by the Standard 6 committee. After this committee analyzes the data, the results will be reported to the nursing faculty and our community advisors for further discussion. We determined that our current timeline line will be: March 2019 for evaluation of program outcome data and September 2019 for reporting to the nursing faculty. We will report then to the next Community Advisor meeting.
3. In reviewing the “Areas for Improvement – Associate” noted in the ACEN summary, we discussed a need to revise the 9-month student survey and post-graduation employer survey to reflect our program outcomes. We also discussed the low response rates from students and employers from these surveys. It was suggested to include an assignment in level 4 as a way of collecting current student demographic and contact data.
4. To demonstrate how the ADN program is meeting our student learning outcomes, it was suggested to include an essay assignment in level 4 that required students to comment on how they met each program learning outcome (3-5 sentences each). Discussion was held on whether we should have them submit previous course assignments as proof that they successfully met the outcomes. This could be a pass/fail assignment as part of Preceptorship/Residency course. 
5. Medical terminology and pharmacology were discussed as curriculum weaknesses. A suggestion was made to provide a website to the students for a free online medical terminology course: Medical Terminology htps://medlineplus.gov/medicalwords/.In review of our student ATI testing results, it was evident that pharmacology knowledge is a weakness. A suggestion was made to include 10% of pharmacology content on every exam throughout the program. These were presented to faculty for discussion and will be readdressed at the next District meeting to give faculty time for consideration.
