ARC 1211 INTRODUCTION TO ARCHITECTURE   (3 CREDITS)

This course introduces the student to the fundamental concepts, processes and skills required for architecture through a series of three-dimensional studies and representational exercises. While this course provides an exposure and appreciation to beginner design students, it also introduces the students to the skills required for the study of architecture. These skills include the ability to make physical their conceptual ideas and topics, and to make graphic, oral and written representation of these design ideas.
