RET 2875L CLINICAL PRACTICUM III (1 CREDIT)

This is the third of four courses of supervised clinical practice at an affiliated hospital.  Areas of concentration in this critical care clinical course inclue arterial blood gasses, mechanical ventilation, ventilation monitoring, hemodynamic monitoring, chest XRay evaluation, intra-aortic balloon pump management, chest tube drainage, and airway management.

This course is designed to introduce the student to the critical care setting to observe and practice advanced respiratory procedures incluing:
· Arterial blood gas sampling, analysis and interpretation
· Mechanical ventilation set-up, monitoring, maintenance, trouble shooting, and liberation
· Performing and interpretation of 12 lead ECG
· Management of artificial airways
· Interpretation of chest radiographs
· Performing open and closed system suctioning
· Assisting in endotracheal intubation
· Monitoring cuff pressures of artificial airways
· Monitoring of hemodynamic parameters and IABP
