Lack of clinical
instructors

Prof. Davis and Prof. Sweeney shared the difficulties of finding and keeping
clinical associates. This is especially difficult because of the pandemic, but
some CAs are leaving for other local colleges that pay more and/or offer full
time positions. This is a problem for all campuses

Efforts are made to contact previous students. Dr. Vitale feels that calling
them is more effective than an email. Also suggests calling unit managers for
referrals rather than the hospital educators.

We cannot use more than 50% simulation time because the FDOE executive
order has expired. Dr. Voelpel will call the FBON to verify this.

Ms. Gingrich suggests requesting full time CA positions through the college

New Curriculum —
Nursing 1

Prof. Sweeney gave an update of the Nursing 1 meeting she held recently; all
Nursing 1 faculty now understand our new courses being implemented this
semester

Because the aspects of each C course (didactic, lab, clinical) share a CRN,
canvas site, and syllabus, the didactic faculty is designated as lead and will be
responsible for making sure the canvas course and syllabus are complete and
ready.

COVID-19 Clinical and Simulation
Acknowledgement Form —Fall 2021

Because of the ongoing COVID-19 Pandemic, it may be necessary for nursing students to travel outside of their campus area
to complete clinical and/or simulation experiences if experiences are not available at local clinical sites. The clinical hours, if
available, will be completed at facilities associated with Florida SouthWestern State College in Collier, Lee, and/or Charlotte
counties. Students will be responsible for following FSW program and clinical site policies for any assigned clinical
experiences. When, due to the pandemic, clinical experiences are not available, students may be required to travel to other
campuses for simulation experiences that will replace clinical hours. Because the situation with the COVID-19 pandemic is
constantly changing, it may be necessary to make alterations in clinical/simulation schedules throughout the semester.

Healthcare facilities that provide nursing students with clinical experiences may decide at any time to require COVID 19
vaccinations. When this occurs, nursing students will not be able to attend planned clinical days to that facility without first
uploading proof of proper COVID 19 vaccinations to Castlebranch. Because of this, nursing students who have not received
COVID 19 vaccines may have difficulty obtaining the clinical experiences required to pass a clinical course.

Nursing students are not able to transfer to another campus to avoid missing days related to vaccine requirements. Students
also cannot complete missed clinical time in simulation or vSim if there are clinical opportunities available. The decision to

require COVID 19 vaccines is determined by clinical sites, not FSW. We are required to abide by their policies.
