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As part of the B.S. Nursing Program Review at Florida SouthWestern State College, a graduate
survey survey is used and distributed via email to all students who graduated six months earlier.
For Fall 2020 graduates, in total, 83 emails were sent to graduates eliciting completion of the
survey. Of those, 10 (12%) completed all or part of the survey. The results of those who
responded are detailed below.

General Survey Questions

In response to the prompt “Please mark all that apply”, 10/10 (100%) responded that they are
employed full time as an RN. See Figure 1 for details.
