RET 1832L Clinical Practicum I (1 credit)
This first clinical course consists of supervised clinical practice in both the on-campus simulation hospital and hospital clinical sites.  Areas of concentration in this course are the development of bedside respiratory care, clinical skills and observational opportunities for Respiratory Care diagnostic and interventional procedures.
