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Florida SouthWestern State College Study Abroad Program General Waiver and Release Agreement

I, 	, am a student at Florida SouthWestern State College (“College”) and have
agreed to participate in the College study abroad program 	during the time period
	(“Program”). In consideration for being permitted to participate in the Program, I hereby
agree and represent that:

1. I understand and agree that there are hazards and risks inherent in international travel, including but not limited to: foreign political, social, and economic conditions which are different than the United States and which can change in an unpredictable manner; different standards of design, safety, and maintenance of buildings and public spaces; varying quality of available medical treatment; differing health, safety, and legal standards; cultural, and religious beliefs and conditions (including exposure to viral, bacterial and insects or animals), all of which could cause serious personal injury, sickness, or loss of life to me and/or loss or damage to my property.

2. I am aware that participating in the Program involves risks of personal injury, property damage, and other risks. I freely and voluntarily agree to assume and take on full responsibility for any such risks of loss, property damage, or personal injury, including death that may be sustained by me as a result of the Program, whether caused by the negligence of the College or otherwise.

3. I understand that ground, water, and air transportation in other countries may not have the same safety standards as in the United States, and that I travel at my own risk. I voluntarily assume all risks involved with such travel, whether expected or unexpected. I hereby acknowledge that I have been warned of such risks and I have been advised to take appropriate action and to govern myself accordingly.

4. I have been advised that I must be covered by sickness and accident insurance during the entire period of my participation in the study abroad program and agree to fully complete all paperwork prior to departing on the program. I also agree that receiving any inoculations (if necessary) is my responsibility and will not hold the College liable for any adverse reactions as a result of taking the inoculations or illness abroad or at home due to not taking the inoculations. I understand that the sickness and accident insurance offered by the College will not reimburse me for situations that involve inclement weather, including without limitation reimbursement for the purchase of additional airfare or accommodations.

5. In consideration of the College making the Program available to me and my being permitted to participate in the Program, I hereby release, indemnify, hold harmless, covenant not to sue, and forever discharge the College, its trustees, officers, employees and agents, from any and all claims and causes of action which might be brought by me, my family, heirs, and personal representative(s) on my behalf for




loss of property, personal injury, or death sustained by me arising in any manner out of or in any way connected with my participation in the Program. I understand that this Release covers liability, claims, and actions caused entirely or in part by any acts or failures to act of the College (or its trustees, officers, employees and agents), including, but not limited to negligence, mistake or failure to supervise by the college.

6. I understand that from time to time the College may produce promotional materials or other documentation with respect to the Program that may include statements by and/or photographs of me, and I consent to such use of my comments and photographic likeness by the College. I agree to release and hold harmless the College from all liability related to the use of my likeness and statements and waive any claims or rights of compensation or ownership regarding such use.

7. I understand that I am solely responsible for obtaining all documents necessary for travel including, but not limited to a passport or visas.

8. As a student participating in an academic program and are representatives of Florida SouthWestern State College, the same rules and regulations for classroom and campus behavior apply to faculty-led study abroad programs. Students are expected to abide by the Student Code of Conduct (www.fsw.edu/codeofconduct) and understand that participating in a Study Abroad program means you adhere to all College policies, and demonstrate conduct accordingly. Additionally, students are also expected to abide by the laws and respect the customs of the host country. Students violating the code of conduct or demonstrating other disruptive, illegal, or inappropriate behavior may be dismissed from the program at the discretion of the faculty leaders or College administration, and further disciplinary action may be taken.

9. Should a violation of the Code of Conduct occur while abroad where the student is dismissed from the program, the student would be solely responsible for any and all related travel expenses for their return to the United States. In such an event, students would be ineligible for a refund for any portion of the study abroad program.

10. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Florida, and any legal action relating to or arising out of this Agreement shall be commenced exclusively in the Courts of Lee County, Florida, and I specifically waive the right to trial by jury.
