I) Approval of 09/06/2024 Minutes 
a. Unanimously approved.

II) Information Items

i. Professor Emily Porter’s request for funding to attend Herpeton: South Florida Herpetological Conference was funded by CURC.

i. FPD Form updates recommended in last meeting have been made. 
ii. The November meeting is the only one during the academic year when we will not review travel applications. If there are any new ideas that you would like to suggest, this would be a perfect time to bring them up. We can do some initial work and then circle back in November if there is interest (no pressure here either though, of course).

III) Action Items
i. Faculty PD Travel Applications
1. There has been one late travel application. The travel application and late application narrative are reviewed. The application is approved unanimously.
2. The second travel window (for Oct-Dec) is closed

ii. Reauthorizing the ancillary fund: Funding Decisions
1. Last year, faculty used $4,736.42 of the allotted $5,000 dollars. 
2. During the 2022-23 academic year, faculty used all $6,000 in the fund, but they were allowed to apply for an additional $150 in the spring semester. 
3. We need to keep in mind that any funds that are moved into the ancillary fund will reduce available money in the travel fund. 
4. Additional information:
a. Average amount per request: $79.16
b. Average amount requested per faculty member: $128.57
c. Average cumulative total awarded per faculty member: $115.52
5. Funding totals and when they were met:
a. $1,997.62 on January 22nd
b. $2,686.42 on February 7th 
c. $3,008 on February 22nd 
d. $3,482.43 on March 24th

iv. After the discussion, the travel fund is reauthorized at an initial amount of $2,500, to be evaluated on an as-needed basis throughout the academic year. May 4th is set as the final cut off date (or whenever funding runs out, whichever occurs first).
