Lenny: Last semester we updated the pre-req requirements for LIT 2000.
Lenny: We need to vote on removing the pre-req for the ENL 2022, LIT 2090,
AML 2020, LIT 2380 Literature courses. This might help with enrollment.
Thoughts?

Jill: One of the things that concerns me is removing 1101 as a pre-req from
almost every course except 1102. I haven’t had any issues with these courses
making. I wish there was more investigation in terms of courses not making
because of modality.

d. Jeremy: I haven’t seen any data on who’s taking the class or how many sign up.

Lenny: I see what you’re saying. Our LIT students could be much more prepared
if we keep the pre-req.

Jill: We will have to add more writing instruction if we do remove the pre-req.
Can we have a little more time to make this decision to see how LIT 2000 goes
this semester?

Cara: One concern is that taking 1101 out will make it harder for students to
achieve the literacy they need.

Mark agrees

Lenny: That sounds fine. We’ll hold on to the 1101 pre-req for the next year and
vote on it then.

Lenny: The course proposal will be due in February.
Future of textbook for ENC 1102 courses:

1. Expand the OER ENC 1101 textbook (Starting the Journey: An Intro to

College Writing) to cover how we teach ENC 1102 at FSW?

8. Updates from the Deans: Lenny

Adjunct Mentoring: training should be available and mentors should receive
stipends. Awaiting further updates from Dr. Tawil. You will need to do the
Adjunct Mentor Refreshing training on September 27, See the link in chat.
If a course has an OER common adoption, then faculty should not request a
supplemental textbook that students must purchase.

i Lenny: This applies to 1101. We cannot add supplemental textbooks
because it is a no-cost course. This could also apply to 1102 if we
implement the same for that course. Or we might be able to offer it as a
“low-cost” course instead.

i1 Suzanne: ENC 1130 is technically a separate course. Can we take off the
“same text as 11017 designation for that course so we possibly offer a
text like the Little Seagull?

If you want to use a supplemental textbook for a course, let me know and I'll
send you the form.

d. We should eventually push for a common adoption that covers all modalities of a
course (ex. LIT 2000 face-to-face and online use different textbook adoptions).
