i. The council will wait for further instructions from the Union. 

IV. GEAC Toolkit – Update and Feedback Requested 
a. Professor Votraw shared the initial framework of the toolkit, which includes modules on GEAC overview, competencies, and designations. 
i. The toolkit also includes a discussion forum for faculty to ask questions and seek recommendations. 
b. Professor Ransford suggested adding a module about the state definition of general education courses and the statewide course numbering system.
c. Professor Votraw Jamie added that Dr. Harris is creating a video for the toolkit on designing for alignment.
d. The council discussed the ToolKit and the following content additions are recommended: 
i. Add the state definitions and guidelines,
ii. Provide a link to the statewide course numbering system,
iii. On the competency pages, provide links to the FSW definitions,
iv. In the LAC module, add assessment rubrics.

V. HLC Visit (Monday 3/31): 
a. The council worked in teams on a Google Document in preparation for the HLC visit. The goal was to develop talking points highlighting how GEAC contributes to the five HLC accreditation criteria.
