Meeting Minutes

1. Approval of Previous Minutes
The minutes from the previous department meeting were reviewed and approved without discussion.

2. Agenda Items
A. Simple Syllabus Submission and Policy Compliance
Dr. Kodsey provided an update on the status of Simple Syllabus submissions. All master course shells have been completed, and faculty are now required to finalize and submit syllabi for full courses.
The deadline for submission is April 30, 2026, to comply with the institutional requirement that syllabi must be posted at least 45 days before the start of the Fall 2026 semester. Faculty were instructed to access the provided Simple Syllabus link and complete all required updates for their assigned courses.
B. Course Development Updates – CAI 1001
Alex provided an update on the development of the CAI 1001 course, including progress on course content and cloud computing modules. Collaboration with Dalton Niles has provided sufficient materials to continue development.
Due to limitations in AWS Academy access, the course will instead use textbook-provided virtual environments, which are sufficient to meet the course learning objectives. Dr. Kodsey offered additional support, including collaborating with other faculty on Python module development if needed.
C. Course Materials and Textbook Updates
Faculty were reminded that any textbook modifications or adoption changes should be coordinated through Judy Dantes. It was noted that CGS1100 will transition from Cengage to Pearson as the course material provider.
D. Academic Integrity and AI Usage
A significant discussion focused on academic integrity concerns, particularly regarding students using AI tools, including AI-enabled glasses, during proctored exams.
Dr. Kodsey emphasized the importance of:
· Including clear academic integrity language in syllabi, specifically addressing AI misuse
· Setting expectations regarding acceptable and unacceptable AI use
Faculty discussed the use of proctoring tools such as Proctorio and Honorlock to maintain exam security.
E. Proctoring Tools Transition (Proctorio to Honorlock)
The department discussed the transition from Proctorio to Honorlock. Mark shared his experience implementing Honorlock for exams and noted its effectiveness, though some students experienced confusion regarding setup.
It was noted that:
· Proctorio may no longer be supported for new course builds
· Existing Proctorio implementations may still function temporarily
· Honorlock is expected to be the primary proctoring solution moving forward
F. Assessment Feedback and Communication
The group discussed the status of course assessment feedback from Michelle Plutter. While no formal feedback had been received, Ken indicated that communication may be needed, and Dr. Kodsey will follow up as needed.
G. AI Tools and Instructional Impact
Mark demonstrated an AI-generated video tool that can create instructional videos from text transcripts. While the tool shows potential for instructional use, faculty expressed concern regarding its misuse by students.
