GENERAL EDUCATION COMPETENCIES

In defining the outcomes of a general education here at Edison College, SLOC initially adopted six. After working through various assessments of these competencies, SLOC (Student Learning Outcomes Committee) determined they needed adjusting to more accurately reflect what we expected from our learners. At the January 18th 2008 meeting, the members approved the following recommendation from the sub-committee assigned to study the issue.

1. COMMUNICATION (COM): To communicate (read, write, speak, listen) effectively using Standard English and apply effective techniques to create working relationships with others to achieve common goals.

2. CRITICAL THINKING (CT): To demonstrate skills necessary for analysis, synthesis, and evaluation.

3. TECHNOLOGY/INFORMATION MANAGEMENT (TIM): To demonstrate the skills and use the technology necessary to collect, verify, document and organize information from a variety of sources.

4. GLOBAL SOCIO-CULTURAL RESPONSIBILITY (GSR): To identify, describe and apply responsibilities, core civic beliefs and values present in a diverse society.

5. SCIENTIFIC AND QUANTITATIVE REASONING (QR); To identify and apply mathematical and scientific principles and methods.

The six general education competencies in section IV of all Common Course Syllabi should reflect these changes as of 01/08.
