1. Action item:  Dr. Erin Harrel, Education Faculty, proposes the following changes to the MAE 4930 – Special Topics in Secondary Education I (Math) and SCE 4930 – Special Topics in Secondary Education I (Science) courses:  1.  A course prefix change from MAE/SCE 4930 to EDE 4930; 2.  A change to course title; and 3. A change in course description.  These changes, particularly the course prefix change to EDE, will promote cross-enrollment of secondary and elementary education majors.  Applicable date would be Spring 2009.  Presenter:  Dr. Erin Harrel.
2. Action item:  Kim Gresham, Director of Public Safety Programs, proposes a new (PSAV) certificate program, Firefighter Minimum Standards,  which is a three-component firefighter certification program.  This program provides training for Southwest Florida firefighters, with a Collier County focus and partnership with the North Naples Fire Training Center.  Applicable date would be Spring 2009.  Presenter:  Craig Aberbach, Public Safety Programs.
3. Action item:  Public Safety Programs Director Kim Gresham proposes a new, non-experimental, two-credit course, FFP 0141C – First Responder & Firefighter Awareness, which is a core requirement in the new firefighter certification program, Firefighter Minimum Standards,  considered in action item #2.  This course is the first of three courses that prepare students to take the State of Florida Firefighter II certification.  Applicable date would be Spring 2009.  Presenter:  Craig Aberbach, Public Safety Programs.
4. Action item:  Public Safety Programs Director Kim Gresham proposes a new, non-experimental, seven-credit course, FFP 0010C – Firefighter I Minimum Standards, which is a core requirement in the new firefighter certification program, Firefighter Minimum Standards.  This course is the second of three courses that prepare students to take the State of Florida Firefighter II certification.  Applicable date would be Spring 2009.  Presenter:  Craig Aberbach, Public Safety Programs.
5. Action item:  Public Safety Programs Director Kim Gresham proposes a new, non-experimental, two-credit course, FFP 0020C – Firefighter II Minimum Standards, which is a core requirement in the new firefighter certification program, Firefighter Minimum Standards.  This course is the third and final course that prepares students to take the State of Florida Firefighter II certification.  Applicable date would be Spring 2009.  Presenter:  Craig Aberbach, Public Safety Programs.
6. Information item:  The SLOC Committee’s proposal to remove the “Religious Observances” statement from the Common Course Syllabus was approved by the Edison State College counsel during the Summer of 2008.  Given the practical enormities of this task, removal of the statement will occur in an orderly and cyclical manner so as to not unduly burden the support staff charged with this task.
