	ACG 3024 Accounting for NON-Financial Managers - BAS
	Dennette Foy   

	Discussion
	Chair Mary Conwell informed the group that the course is proposed by Douglas Nay, Earl Biggett and Leroy Bugger for a new non-experimental, three-credit course. This course, a requirement for the BAS Management degree, would expose students to real world accounting practices. Applicable date: Spring 2009. Ms. Foy informed the group that the course is required for BAS SAM, but would be elective for BAS PSM. Professor Grove questioned the connection between the Learning Outcomes and the list in the General Course Information. How does a student go from Outline to Outcomes, shouldn’t the objectives match the outcomes? Dr. Linck suggested that the second outcome matches the financial statement analysis in the topic outline. Dr. Linck suggested that the second outcome be divided into 3 different outcomes. Kevin Shriner stated that each activity is a separate learning tool. Dr. Lewis asked if each tool is assessed the same way? Ms. Foy replied yes. Dr. Lewis suggested that each topic outline should be separated out in the learning outcomes section. Ms. Foy stated that outcomes one and six are covered by Sarbanes-Oxley and Internal Controls as discussed in the topic outline. Professor Ransford stated that the syllabus should be written so that anyone teaching the course would achieve the same outcomes.
Dr. Linck suggested that the Attendance Policy be more generalized so that each professor can create their own policy. He also suggested the removal of the Grading Policy for the same reason. Dr. Linck asked if learning outcome # 8 includes specific accounting types?  Ms. Foy stated it would be re-written to be more descriptive.

	Chair Conwell read the proposal for a new, non-experimental, three-credit course. This course will provide students with a foundation for understanding administration in the public sector. Applicable date: Spring 2009

	Kim Gresham informed the group that this course would be a partnership with MAN 3303. This is only one of the courses that will be taken from the PSM program and revised. There will be seven revisions in all.  Dr. Linck requested that section VI and VII be changed to the generic version so that each professor can create their own syllabus. Dr. Linck asked why some of the upper level courses were including GEN ED outcomes? Kristen Zimmerman stated that while upper level courses are not required to provide GEN ED outcomes, the education program uses them. It is generally assumed that students who have gone through the lower division courses have met the AA GEN ED requirements, but occasionally transfer students have not had all the GEN ED courses. Professor Ransford stated that SLOC did not design the GED ED outcomes third column to be used for baccalaureate courses. Other colleges do use GEN ED competencies on upper level courses, and he will bring this topic to SLOC for discussion. At this time, baccalaureate courses can take the option to include competencies in a syllabus. Professor Grove requested that case study be changed to case study review.

Professor Ransford asked if the words demonstrate and understanding were being over-used in the Learning Outcomes and Assessment section of the syllabus?  Professor Ransford asked what level of Blooms Taxonomy did the course meet? Dr. Harrel replied she believed it was Level 3. Dr. Harrel also stated that ultimately, she would like to see all the education courses meet Level 10 of Bloom’s Taxonomy, and that comprehension and understanding are essential components to teaching.  Dr. Harrel informed the committee that FEAPs are determined by the state and cannot be changed.  Professor Ransford requested that part of the last line in the Learning Outcomes (#8) be removed.  He was referring to “will demonstrate an understanding of” Dr. Linck went to get Bloom’s Taxonomy and informed the group that this course meets Level 2. The members from Collier agreed with Professor Ransford that this proposal has ambiguous outcomes. Dr. Harrel reminded the group that the verbage was approved last year, and is being used again for this course. Professor Ransford suggested that the courses presented last year did not get the scrutiny they may have required in order to approve them for fall, and that new items are being required to have more scrutiny.

Professor Ward asked why a “teacher candidate” would require a recorder for this class? Dr. Harrel explained that the educator can use the recorder to identify problems such as pronunciation or proper word use. Professor Ransford suggested that the Required Course Materials section should be blank, remove the Pearson Custom text.
