1. Action item:  Dr. Theo Koupelis proposes a change in course title from BSC 1050 C: Environmental Biology: Man and the Environment to BSC 1050 C: Environmental Biology: Our Global Environment.  The new course title is in line with other colleges that offer this course, and the new title avoids the potential sexism of the original course title.  Applicable date would be Fall 2009.  Presenter:  Professor Peggy Romeo.
2. Action item:  Dr. Theo Koupelis proposes a change in course title from BSC 1051 C: Environmental Biology: South Florida Environments to BSC 1051 C : Environmental Biology: South Florida Ecosystems.  This change will comply with the course’s title in the State’s website.  Applicable date would be Fall 2009.  Presenter:  Professor Peggy Romeo.
3. Action item:  Dr. Theo Koupelis proposes a change in course title from OCE 1001 C:  Oceanography I:  A Multidisciplinary Science to OCE 1001 C:  Introduction to Oceanography.  The new title reflects the title used by the majority of colleges in Florida.  Applicable date would be Fall 2009.  Presenter:  Professor Roz Jester.
4. Action item:  Dr. Theo Koupelis proposes a change in course title from OCE 1002 C:  Oceanography II:  A Multidisciplinary Science to OCB 1001 C:  The Living Ocean.  The new title better describes the course content by distinguishing between marine biology and biological oceanography.  Applicable date would be Fall 2009.  Presenter:  Professor Roz Jester.
5. Action item:  Dr. Theo Koupelis proposes changes to the course prerequisites for CHM 2045: General Chemistry I.  The current prerequisites are the following:  CHM 2025 & CHM 2025 L (No student will be allowed to begin CHM 2045 without CHM 2025 & CHM 2025 L completed unless written permission is first obtained from the instructor.)  The proposed course prerequisites changes are the following:  CHM 2025 & CHM 2025 L with a grade of “C” or better OR CHM 2032 & CHM 2032 L with a grade of “C” or better OR Testing.  These changes reflect the development of the new courses, CHM 2032 and CHM 2032 L, as well as the development of a by-pass test requested by the Education Department.  The by-pass test is designed for students who have adequate chemistry background to succeed in CHM 2045 without having to take introductory chemistry courses.  Applicable date would be Fall 2009.  Presenter:  Professor Bob Burns.
6. Action item:  Dr. Theo Koupelis proposes a change in course title from STA 2023:  Introductory Statistics to STA 2023: Statistical Methods I.  The proposed new title matches the most current Statewide Course Numbering System title.  Applicable date would be Fall 2009.  Presenter:  Professor JoAnn Lewin.
7. Information item:  Dr. Theo Koupelis has submitted for informational purposes science course syllabi that have gone through the ongoing Curriculum Review Project.  Minor changes have been made to course descriptions, topic outlines, learning outcomes, and corresponding assessments.  Applicable date would be Fall 2009.  Presenter:  Dr. Theo Koupelis.
8. Information item:  Dr. Theo Koupelis has submitted for informational purposes science course syllabi for science courses accompanied by labs that have gone through the ongoing Curriculum Review Project.  Changes in co-requisites have gone from None to Corresponding lecture/lab.  Changes in course credits for the labs have gone from 3 or 2 to 1.  Requiring students to take the lab component at the same time that they take a science lecture course facilitates the learning experience for students.  The decrease in lab credits from 3 or 2 to 1 brings the college in line with national practice.  Although the change in lab credits will decrease college revenues, such change is in the best interest of students.  Applicable date would be Fall 2009.  Presenter:  Dr. Theo Koupelis.  
9. Information item:  Dr. Theo Koupelis has submitted for informational purposes the syllabi for STA 2023: Statistical Methods I, MTB 1308: TI Graphing Calculators, MGF 1106: Mathematics for Liberal Arts I, and MAC 1140: Pre-Calculus Algebra.  As a result of the ongoing Curriculum Review Project, changes have been made to the learning outcomes.  Applicable date would be Fall 2009.  Presenter:  Professor JoAnn Lewin.
