Assignment: Power Point Presentation: Visual Art
Description:
Teacher candidates will work in small groups to create a power point presentation. Each group will be assigned a style of visual art: impressionism, expressionism, realism, pointillism, surrealism, or cubism. Artists and paintings should be cited. There should be a 15 slide minimum and 20 slide maximum. Presentations will be made in class and all group members will be expected to participate in the presentation.  A group activity should be designed and included to help the audience understand the particular style of visual art presented.

Creating Power Point Presentation:

Teacher candidates will work collaboratively in small groups to develop an appropriate power point  that will allow them to gain insight and greater understanding into a particular style of visual art.  History, famous artists and paintings should be included.  The power point should have visual appeal, be cohesive and well-developed.

Group Activity:

Each small group will create a group activity to use along with the power point presentation for their peers to experience the style of visual art being explored.

Logistics:

The power point and activity should take 20 – 25 minutes.  All group members should participate. Materials should be supplied by the group presenting.  5 –10 minutes of the time can be used for questions and/or dialogue.  There will be a sign up sheet during the first week of class for presentations.

EDE 4222: Integrated Music, Art and Movement

Assignment: Recorder Concert
Description:
Using the book Recorder Fun: Teach Yourself the Easy Way and class instruction students will form groups to prepare a song on the recorder for the “Concert in the Park.”  On the day of the concert, students will perform their songs for their classmates and other invited guests.

Note Reading:

Teacher candidates will learn how to read the basic notes on both the treble and bass clefs.  Teacher candidates will understand sharps, flats, neutrals as well as note value.  With this knowledge teacher candidates will be able to read simple music and play melodies.

Fingering:

Objectives
Before the lesson is prepared, the teacher should have a clear idea of what the teaching objectives are. What, specifically, should the student be able to do, understand, care about as a result of the teaching. Bloom's Taxonomy of Educational Objectives, shown below, gives an idea of the terms used in an instructional objective. 

Activities to include:
Anticipatory set or Set Induction: sometimes called a "hook" to grab the student's attention: actions and statements by the teacher to relate the experiences of the students to the objectives of the lesson. To put students into a receptive frame of mind.

· to focus student attention on the lesson.

· to create an organizing framework for the ideas, principles, or information that is to follow (c.f., the teaching strategy called "advance organizers").

· to extend the understanding and the application of abstract ideas through the use of example or analogy...used any time a different activity or new concept is to be introduced.

b) Input

The teacher provides the information needed for students to gain the knowledge or skill through lecture, film, tape, video, pictures, etc.

c) Teaching: Modeling

Once the material has been presented, the teacher uses it to show students examples of what is expected as an end product of their work. The critical aspects are explained through labeling, categorizing, comparing, etc. Students are taken to the application level (problem-solving, comparison, summarizing, etc.).

d) Teaching: Checking for Understanding

Determination of whether students have "got it" before proceeding. It is essential that students practice doing it right so the teacher must know that students understand before proceeding to practice. If there is any doubt that the class has not understood, the concept/skill should be re-taught before practice begins. 

Questioning strategies: asking questions that go beyond mere recall to probe for the higher levels of understanding...to ensure memory network binding and transfer. Bloom's Taxonomy of Educational Objectives provides a structure for questioning that is hierarchical and cumulative. It provides guidance to the teacher in structuring questions at the level of proximal development, i.e., a level at which the pupil is prepared to cope. Questions progress from the lowest to the highest of the six levels of the cognitive domain of the Taxonomy of Educational Objectives: knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis, synthesis, and evaluation.

e) Guided Practice

An opportunity for each student to demonstrate grasp of new learning by working through an activity or exercise under the teacher's direct supervision. In math and science, this is often where a hands-on activity is presented either with manipulatives in math or an experiment with science. The teacher moves around the room to determine the level of mastery and to provide individual remediation as needed.

f) Closure

Those actions or statements by a teacher that are designed to bring a lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion. Used to help students bring things together in their own minds, to make sense out of what has just been taught. "Any questions? No. OK, let's move on" is not closure. Closure is used:

· to cue students to the fact that they have arrived at an important point in the lesson or the end of a lesson,

· to help organize student learning,

· to help form a coherent picture, to consolidate, eliminate confusion and frustration, etc.,

· to reinforce the major points to be learned...to help establish the network of thought relationships that provide a number of possibilities for cues for retrieval. Closure is the act of reviewing and clarifying the key points of a lesson, tying them together into a coherent whole, and ensuring their utility in application by securing them in the student's conceptual network.

g) Independent Practice

Once pupils have mastered the content or skill, it is time to provide for reinforcement practice. It is provided on a repeating schedule so that the learning is not forgotten. It may be homework or group or individual work in class. It can be utilized as an element in a subsequent project. It should provide for students to see the skill in other contexts: enough different contexts so that the skill/concept may be applied to any relevant situation...not only the context in which it was originally learned. The failure to do this is responsible for most student failure to be able to apply something learned.

Assignment: Virtual Field Trip
Description:
Teacher candidate will create a study guide/online experience for a selected grade utilizing an online field trip.  The field trip could be to a museum, concert hall, online visit with a musician or musical group, sports arena or any online space that would incorporate the theories of music, art or movement that would interest elementary school students.

North Carolina State University has a good discussion of four categories of virtual field trips that will present some ideas you might not have considered. 

SurfAquarium has a good set of Virtual Field Trip Guidelines, including a nice list of do's and don't's. One excellent suggestion of theirs is that the teacher should remember that they are taking the class outside the four walls of their classroom, albeit via cyberspace, and must provide just as much supervision and structure as they would on a traditional field trip.

The Indigenous Education and Training Alliance has way of looking at virtual field trips that is different from the common virtual tourist model. They assert that in order for the VFT to have a significant curriculum purpose, it is desirable to have a problem or investigation as the guiding framework of the VFT. This was of designing a VFT will have your students working at higher levels of Bloom's taxonomy. 

Take a look at a permission form posted by field-trips.org. This permission form is a .pdf (portable document format) and will require Adobe Acrobat Reader. The purpose of the form is to notify the parent of the virtual excursions so that they might engage their child in a discussion of their online journey. If you think that this is a good idea, as I do, create your own permission form using MS Word.

            Legal Framework Project

Teacher candidates will create a graphic organizer of the legal framework for education appropriate for the grade level they will teach.  The graphic must include: Federal and State Legislative powers, state agencies, local education control (i.e. board, superintendent, etc), and school based councils or authority.  The graphic must be computer generated and present a hierarchical framework that is clear and easy to read.  Candidates will present the organizers during an on-line chat using CE 6.

Policy Review Project
Based on predetermined topics, teacher candidates will research and review court cases and/or policies regarding educational issues.  Working in groups of three to four, teacher candidates will prepare a mock debate in support of the policies they have researched.  Each group will have an opportunity to present their case and to act as the educational authority negating the policy. 

Exam: IDEA and ELL Legislation

Teacher candidates will complete a set of questions regarding IDEA and the implications of this law, and the Florida Meta Consent Decree on one of their course exams.  These questions may be administered as an independent quiz.  
Principles of Professional and Ethical Conduct Review Project

Teacher Candidates will review the Principles of Professional Conduct for the Education Profession in Florida, 6B-1.006 and the Code of Ethics of the Education Profession in Florida, 6B-1.001.  Working in groups, teacher candidates will find court cases that depict a breech in the Principles of Professional Conduct for the Education Profession or the Code of Ethics.  The reviews can be taken from newspaper articles, internet sources, and/or legal documents.  The candidates will then present the court cases to the class as scenarios.  Working in small groups, the audience will make a judgment as to what principle or code was breeched and hypothesize the possible outcomes of the court case.  The presenters will provide the outcomes of the cases presented.

	Standards
The teacher needs to know what standards of performance are to be expected and when pupils will be held accountable for what is expected. Objectives
Before the lesson is prepared, the teacher should have a clear idea of what the teaching objectives are. What, specifically, should the student be able to do, understand, care about as a result of the teaching. Bloom's Taxonomy of Educational Objectives, shown below, gives an idea of the terms used in an instructional objective. 

Activities to include:
Anticipatory set or Set Induction: sometimes called a "hook" to grab the student's attention: actions and statements by the teacher to relate the experiences of the students to the objectives of the lesson. To put students into a receptive frame of mind.

· to focus student attention on the lesson.

· to create an organizing framework for the ideas, principles, or information that is to follow (c.f., the teaching strategy called "advance organizers").

· to extend the understanding and the application of abstract ideas through the use of example or analogy...used any time a different activity or new concept is to be introduced.

a) Input

The teacher provides the information needed for students to gain the knowledge or skill through lecture, film, tape, video, pictures, etc.

b) Teaching: Modeling

Once the material has been presented, the teacher uses it to show students examples of what is expected as an end product of their work. The critical aspects are explained through labeling, categorizing, comparing, etc. Students are taken to the application level (problem-solving, comparison, summarizing, etc.).

c) Teaching: Checking for Understanding

Determination of whether students have "got it" before proceeding. It is essential that students practice doing it right so the teacher must know that students understand before proceeding to practice. If there is any doubt that the class has not understood, the concept/skill should be re-taught before practice begins. 

Questioning strategies: asking questions that go beyond mere recall to probe for the higher levels of understanding...to ensure memory network binding and transfer. Bloom's Taxonomy of Educational Objectives provides a structure for questioning that is hierarchical and cumulative. It provides guidance to the teacher in structuring questions at the level of proximal development, i.e., a level at which the pupil is prepared to cope. Questions progress from the lowest to the highest of the six levels of the cognitive domain of the Taxonomy of Educational Objectives: knowledge, comprehension, application, analysis, synthesis, and evaluation.

d) Guided Practice

An opportunity for each student to demonstrate grasp of new learning by working through an activity or exercise under the teacher's direct supervision. In math and science, this is often where a hands-on activity is presented either with manipulatives in math or an experiment with science. The teacher moves around the room to determine the level of mastery and to provide individual remediation as needed.

e) Closure

Those actions or statements by a teacher that are designed to bring a lesson presentation to an appropriate conclusion. Used to help students bring things together in their own minds, to make sense out of what has just been taught. "Any questions? No. OK, let's move on" is not closure. Closure is used:

· to cue students to the fact that they have arrived at an important point in the lesson or the end of a lesson,

· to help organize student learning,

· to help form a coherent picture, to consolidate, eliminate confusion and frustration, etc.,

· to reinforce the major points to be learned...to help establish the network of thought relationships that provide a number of possibilities for cues for retrieval. Closure is the act of reviewing and clarifying the key points of a lesson, tying them together into a coherent whole, and ensuring their utility in application by securing them in the student's conceptual network.

f) Independent Practice

Once pupils have mastered the content or skill, it is time to provide for reinforcement practice. It is provided on a repeating schedule so that the learning is not forgotten. It may be homework or group or individual work in class. It can be utilized as an element in a subsequent project. It should provide for students to see the skill in other contexts: enough different contexts so that the skill/concept may be applied to any relevant situation...not only the context in which it was originally learned. The failure to do this is responsible for most student failure to be able to apply something learned.

VI.        REQUIREMENTS FOR THE STUDENTS
WebQuest Project
The purpose of this project is for teacher candidates to apply their knowledge of technology and its uses in the elementary classroom to create an inquiry project that will allow young children to learn language arts and social science content.  Working in groups of 3-4, the teacher candidates will create a short-term (3 day-1 week) WebQuest based on an integrated language arts/social science theme.  Using the Sunshine State Standards as a guide, the teacher candidates will choose an age/grade level and topic that is appropriate for elementary school learners.  Teacher candidates should take into consideration the interest and abilities of special needs students and English Language Learners by embedding modifications that make the WebQuest comprehensible to these diverse learners. Upon completion, the teacher candidates will present the WebQuest to the members of EDE 4226C, provide a copy of a one-page abstract to the instructor and class members, and publish the WebQuest to an educator-related Web site such as WebQuest.org.

Oral History Digital Storytelling Project

The purpose of this assignment is for the teacher candidate to develop an awareness of the diverse personal histories of students born outside of the U.S.  It is also an opportunity for teacher candidates to employ the Language Experience Approach (LEA) and Oral History collection with English Language Learners (ELLs).  The project will give the teacher candidate experience using technology as a storytelling tool and a means to engage diverse learners in English language development. Finally, the teacher candidate will use scaffolding and constructivist methodology to co-construct “history” by working one on one with an ELL. During the forty hours of practicum, the teacher candidate will work together with the ELL as a team to create a digital story (using a program such as SlideRocket) that may include photographs, drawings, graphics, music, video clips and the ELL’s own voice (in English or bilingual native language/English). The teacher candidate will present the digital story to the members of EDE 4226C. S/he will also write a one-page reflection about the experience, noting how the experience affected her/his views of ELLs, as well as pedagogical implications for teaching language arts and social science to ELLs.

Integrated Unit:  Language Arts, Social Science and Literature 

The purpose of this project is for teacher candidates to gain experience in creating active experiences to help young children learn language arts and social science.  It is also an opportunity to connect classroom learning with state and national standards in language arts and social science.  The teacher candidate will create a unit that will engage elementary school children in meaningful experiences integrating language arts, social science, literature, and higher order thinking skills.  Overall the unit should reflect a constructivist philosophy, engaging the elementary students in activities and experiences that bring language arts, social science and literature to life.  Throughout the unit, the elementary school student should be guided in activities that make them “discover” information and “come to conclusions” through their work.  The role of the children as participants should be authors, poets, historians, geographers, and/or productive citizens. The intent is that the teacher candidate will teach the unit (in its entirety or in part) to the elementary students during the forty-hour practicum.  The teacher candidate is encouraged to work with the cooperating teacher to develop the unit, or to modify an existing unit to infuse constructivist principles and higher order thinking skills.

Writing Workshop Project: Integrated Language Arts, Social Science and Literature 

The purpose of this assignment is for teacher candidates to become familiar with Writing Workshop methodology.  It is also an opportunity for teacher candidates to integrate language arts methodology with social studies content. At the beginning of the course, the instructor and teacher candidates will brainstorm historical, geographical, political topics and choose a theme. The course members will engage in reading essays, historical fiction, and multimedia materials to further explore the theme. Over the course of the semester, the instructor will guide the teacher candidates in Writing Workshop activities related to the theme.  The Writing Workshop lessons will focus on writing skills related to the content of the theme. These meetings will involve writing skill mini-lessons, as well as an opportunity to write, and an opportunity for revision, editing and publication. At the end of the semester, the teacher candidates will submit a Writing workshop portfolio with at least six drafts and at least two pieces (poems, short stories, essays, journal entries) that have been revised, edited and polished for presentation. Using a rubric, teacher candidates will self-score the portfolio and write a justification for the score.  The instructor will score the portfolio on the same rubric and the final grade for the project will be based on both the student’s self-evaluation and the instructor’s evaluation.
Professional Development Plan

Using the reflective journals, final internship portfolio, feedback from mentor teacher, college instructors, faculty steward and the FEAP guidelines, teacher candidates will create a professional development plan.  Teacher candidates should make sure that they set goals which are realistic and measurable.  The format will be provided.  This plan will be shared in the final internship seminar.

EDE 4226C: Oral History Digital Storytelling Project
Links to FEAP #5 Diversity and FEAP #12 Technology 

The purpose of this assignment is for the teacher candidate to develop an awareness of the diverse personal histories of students born outside of the U.S.  It is also an opportunity for teacher candidates to employ the Language Experience Approach (LEA) and Oral History collection with English Language Learners (ELLs).  The project will give the teacher candidate experience using technology as a storytelling tool and a means to engage diverse learners in English language development. Finally, the teacher candidate will use scaffolding and constructivist methodology to co-construct “history” by working one on one with an ELL.

During the forty hours of practicum, the teacher candidate will… 

1. Work with the cooperating teacher to identify an ELL who could benefit from individual attention.  

2. Work with the ELL over the course of the semester to learn about her/his personal story.  This may include the ELL’s own narrative about her/his experiences from birth to the present, including immigration to the U.S. 

3. Share their own personal history with the ELL through photographs and stories. Likewise, the teacher candidate will encourage the ELL to share as much of her/his own personal history as s/he is comfortable with through photographs and personal narratives.  

4. Record the ELL’s stories through LEA writing as well as through audio taping.  

5. Work together with the ELL as a team to create a digital story (using a program such as SlideRocket) that may include photographs, drawings, graphics, music, video clips and the ELL’s own voice (in English or bilingual native language/English).

6. Present with the ELL (with the cooperating teacher’s approval) the digital story to the ELL’s classmates.  

7. Present the digital story to the members of EDE 4226C. 
8. Write a one-page reflection about the experience, noting how the experience affected her/his views of ELLs, as well as pedagogical implications for teaching language arts and social science to ELLs.

Note:  The teacher candidate must be sensitive to the privacy of undocumented immigrants who may be reluctant to disclose details about their journey to U.S. or current resident status.  Also, the teacher candidates may only work with a student who has a “Consent to be photographed/videotaped” form on file with the school. Finally, the teacher candidates must work with the cooperating teacher to receive informed consent from the ELL and her/his caregivers for participation.
