	 A presentation by Dr. atkins: maintaining the integrity and relevancy of curriculum 
	Dr. Atkins. pRESENTER

	A power-point presentation was given discussing the various methods in which Curriculum objectives may be written to gain the most value with utilizing discreet terms to describe the intent of the curriculum proposed. Dr. Atkins stressed the Learning Outcomes section of a syllabus utilizing three  parts: 1. Student behavior – must do something
                                               2. Context – comprehension vs. application (What can the 

                                                   students do when he/she leaves the course?)

                                                3. Analyze vs. Comprehension – A criteria for evaluation

Dr. Atkins informed the committee that curriculum creation must begin with the desired outcome and be designed from that position. The curriculum outcomes must be able to be measured by 2 different assessment techniques: performance based and test based. Dr. Atkins also pointed out that Program Level Outcomes must be performance—based to be accurately measurable.

	Discussion
	Chair Conwell read the proposal: This course, a degree core requirement, meets state and national standards for the Bachelor of Science in Elementary Education. Applicable date: Summer 2009.

Ms. Rollins informed the committee that this course is required for Elementary Education majors. Professor Ransford suggested that the word “integrated” be inserted into title as it is on the syllabus, Ms. Rollins agreed. Dr.Van Glabek asked how you measure Learning Outcome #2, the recorder? Ms. Rollins replied that the course designer is creative, and is able to prepare recorder sessions that could be done in person, via video or on the internet. Dr. Van Glabek asked (on behalf of Dr. Linck) if all EDE 4222 course were going to use Power-point presentations? Ms. Rollins replied yes. The recorder is required by the State of Florida for competency testing. Professor Ransford also questioned the assessment value of Learning Outcome #2; are all students required to participate in the power-point activity and the recorder concert? Ms. Rollins said yes. Professor Ransford asked if there was the possibility of a lesson plan change? Ms. Rollins replied that if there were to be a lesson plan change that it would include all the requirements as listed by the State of Florida.

	Chair Conwell read the proposal for a new, non-experimental two credit course: EDF 4790, Ethics & Law. This course, a degree core requirement, meets state and national standards for the Bachelor of Science in Elementary Education. Applicable date: Summer 2009

	Professor Grove asked what type of background do the teachers have that are teaching this course? Dr. Harrel replied that any educator with an Education Degree may teach the course; they are not required to have 18 hours of law coursework. Prof. Van Glabek stated she had questions about the last three Learning Outcomes related to verbiage: Would Dr. Harrel change the word understand to analyze? Dr. Harrel agreed to do this.

	Professor Grove made a MOTION to approve EDE 4790 Ethics & Law with the above noted changes to verbiage in the last three Learning Outcomes. Professor Griffith seconded the MOTION. The MOTION passed on a voice vote.

	Chair Conwell read the proposal for a new, non-experimental two credit course: EDE 4223 Integrated Health and Recreation. This course, a degree core requirement, meets state and national standards for the Bachelor of Science in Elementary Education. Applicable date: Summer 2009

	Dr. Van Glabek (who again was using notes submitted by Dr. Linck and acting as his proxy) stated that she had a problem with the verbiage in the Learning Outcomes – how does one demonstrate an understanding? Prof. Ransford suggested that the Learning Outcomes were not written very well. Ms. Rollins stated that the course was written based on tests students will take to ensure the skill set.

	Conclusions
	Professor Nissan made a MOTION to approve EDE 4223, Integrated Health and Recreation with changes to the verbiage in the Learning Outcomes that stress action not passive measurements. Billee Silva seconded the MOTION. The MOTION passed on a voice vote, 4 opposed from Collier.

EDE 4226c INTEGRATED LANGUAGE ARTS, SOCIAL SCIENCE & LITERATURE WITH PRACTICUM

	Discussion
	Chair Conwell read the proposal for a new, non-experimental, three-credit course: EDE 4226C Integrated Language Arts, Social Science & Literature with Practicum. This course, a degree core requirement, meets state and national standards for the Bachelor of Science in Elementary Education. Applicable date: Summer 2009

	Dr. DeLuca re-emphasized that this is a degree core requirement. Professor Grove asked for clarification on part VI. Was it a part of the Integrated Unit? Dr. DeLuca replied no, that VI is part of FEAPs which are extensively outlined in the syllabus. Professor Ransford stated that the Learning Outcomes were very well written, a comment that was repeated by Dr. Linck via Dr. Van Glabek.

	Conclusions
	Professor Grove made a MOTION to approve EDE 4226C Integrated Language Arts, Social Science & Literature with Practicum as written. The MOTION was seconded by Professor Nissan. The MOTION passed with a voice vote.

HEALTH INFORMATION MANAGMENT

	Discussion
	Chair Conwell read the proposal for a new AS Program: Health Information Management. This program will prepare students to be medical records professionals and take the registry examination for Health Information Management. Graduates of this program will be specialists in the management of electronic records. This new degree program meets a critical need in the healthcare community. Applicable date: Fall 2009



	Dr. Lewis informed the committee that the department had done a survey in the local area for Medical Records Technician I. The survey was conducted in Lee, Collier and Charlotte. While the survey was done a year ago, the need is still present for this skill.

Professor Grove asked what the timeline was for the implementation of the degree program, as no courses were submitted with the proposal. Dr. Lewis replied that courses are being developed and will be presented in an “as needed” format. New courses will be submitted at following curriculum committee meetings in the correct Program format. Professor Ward asked why students are required to take MAC 1105, and not another math course? Dr. Lewis replied that MAC 1105 is consistent with other Health Program requirements both at Edison State and at area schools.

Professor Nissan informed the committee that this change is recommended primarily because students were looking at the electives as requirements for the degree, causing some confusion. 	Discussion
	Chair Conwell read the proposal for changes to the degree requirements in the AS-Emergency Medical Services Technology degree program as follows: SPC 1017; Fundamentals of Speech Communications will become an AS degree general education requirement. A yet-to-be determined natural science course would become an AS degree general requirement as well as added to the Paramedic Certificate Program. Core Paramedic (EMS) courses will be restructured from five to four levels. These proposed changes result from careful curriculum and program review and comply with Department of Education and Department of Health Standards. The three EMS course to be discontinued are the following: EMS 2647 Advanced Airway Management, EMS 2675 Paramedic V and EMS 2675L Paramedic V Lab. These courses have not been taught for several years. Applicable date for all of the proposed changes is Fall 2009.

Christine Clemens informed the committee that the three courses that have been discontinued have been rolled into other existing courses. Professor Ransford asked why SPC 1017 and a natural science as general education pre-requisites? Ms. Clemens replied that SPC 1017 is required to substantiate the student’s ability to communicate. Professor Ransford asked who is on the advisory board? Ms. Clemens stated that there are representatives from the 4 districts. The Department of Education and Department of Health mandate the number of hours required for Paramedic degree, and topics have been moved around to accommodate the mandate of hours. Dr. Van Glabek suggested that there are not enough objectives for the level of coursework. Ms. Clemens replied that (using EMS 2656 as an example) outcomes are framed with national standard guidelines and the guidelines from the accrediting body, COAM. Preceptors do the assessing and the student does 500 hours of field work. The student must meet the national standard to continue in the program. Professor Ward asked shouldn’t the criteria for the 300 hour internship be evaluated differently from classroom coursework? Associate Dean Gresham asked for clarification on how many learning outcomes satisfy the curriculum committee standard? Is it 4 outcomes for a 4 credit course? Associate Dean Gresham suggested that the committee should standardize their learning outcome criteria differently between fieldwork, labwork and classroom. Dr. Atkins reminded the committee that his presentation earlier asked curriculum designers to define outcomes with specifics for each course. In this case, the division may use broad national standards as a guideline, and streamline the outcomes for the specific course. Dr. Atkins asked how many different categories are covered in EMS/Paramedic courses. The answer is 8.  He suggested that the division use those 8 subjects and create specific learning outcomes for each subject. Professor Ward asked if the syllabi for the program have been reviewed? Ms. Clemens replied that the syllabi were reviewed by Learning Outcomes Associate Jan Ohlemacher.
Ms. Ohlemacher stated that 300 outcomes are not manageable. Dr. Atkins suggested that the proposer define program outcomes v. course outcomes and determine what number of outcomes is required. Associate Dean Gresham stated that a student in a 4 credit field assessment is repetitively applying skills already learned- which is why the syllabus appears simplistic. Kevin Shriner asked if the internship is a Capstone course, then couldn’t the syllabi from previous courses be carried over to the internship syllabus? Professor Griffith suggested that every program and every course should not be forced into the same mold. Professor Grove noted differences between programs should allow for different types of outcomes; 4 or 10 or 20 depending on the course. 
Dr. Atkins agreed with Kevin Shriner that using previous syllabi to create the Capstone syllabus is a good foundation. Professor Landau asked about long range policy making. The committee needs to be consistent with requirements. The BAS programs must make sure that established criteria will be able to cross over disciplines. Professor Ransford suggested an in-depth examination of the syllabus process by the Curriculum Committee. He also suggested that other documents may be submitted with the syllabus as supporting documentation, such as a document listing outside accreditors. Associate Dean Gresham stated that her program must be approved by the Department of Health, SACS and external accreditors. Dr. Van Glabek stated she doesn’t want to see more documentation added. The public will only read one. Associate Dean Gresham suggested the committee look at Paramedic I as an example of how specific the syllabi can be. Dean Koupelis suggested that a compromise may be reached: add to a syllabi for a Capstone course the following: These learning outcomes are a compilation of over 150 outcomes that can be found at website (fill in the blank)

Chair Conwell at this time made three suggestions:

1. Incorporate the suggestion of Dean Koupelis 

2. Ask Dr. Linck to forward his concerns to the committee

3. Have concerns of any committee members forwarded directly to Associate Dean Gresham and then the proposal can be re-submitted for further review.

	Professor Nissan made a MOTION to approve the proposed changes to the requirements in the AS Emergency Medical Services Technology Program and the Paramedic Certificate program utilizing the suggestion of Dean Koupelis and incorporating any significant changes suggested by Dr. Linck. The MOTION was seconded by Professor Ward. The MOTION passed with a voice vote.


	ACTION ITEM: PROPOSE COURSE PREREQUISITE CHANGES  FOR:                                                        PRESENTER: PROFESSOR JOANN LEWIN
MAC 1114 TRIGONOMETRY; MAC 1147 PRECALCULUS ALGEBRA/TRIGONOMETRY;
MAP2302 DIFFERENTIAL EQUATIONS

	Discussion
	Chair Conwell read the proposal for changes to the course pre-requisites for MAC 1114 Trigonometry to: MAC 1105 or MAC 1106 with a minimum grade of C, or appropriate CLM score. Adding MAC 1106 better reflects students’ course-taking tendencies. The change to course pre-requisites for MAC 1147 would be MAC 1105 with a minimum grade or B or appropriate CLM score. This change enhances students’ preparation and chances for success in MAC 1147. The course pre-requisites changes for MAP 2302 would be MAC 2312 with a grade of C. This change is a clarification to the existing pre-requisite. Applicable date would be Fall 2009 Dr. Van Glabek asked if making the requirement of MAC 1105 with a B or better for MAC 1147 an appropriate move? Is C the new D? Dr. Van Glabek did not think this change was good, not even if it was a B-. Professor Lewin stated that MAC 1147 is a “refresher” course, so students must have the aptitude to complete the course as it moves quickly and doesn’t cover everything in detail. The student needs a good understanding going into the course.

	Conclusions
	Professor Griffith made a MOTION to approve the proposed changes to the pre-requisites for MAC 1114, MAC 1147 and MAP 2302 as written. The MOTION was seconded by Professor Ward. The MOTION passed with a voice vote. There were 5 no votes from Collier.

	Discussion
	Chair Conwell read the proposals for changes as follows: Change the course title and course pre-requisites for BSC 1080 to Human Biology: An Overview for Health Science Professionals. The course title change meets state guidelines. The course pre-requisites would change to College-level placement test scores or successful completion of all developmental reading and writing courses and corresponding state exit exams. The proposed pre-requisite changes clarify and simplify existing course pre-requisites.  Change to course pre-requisites of BSC 1093C Anatomy and Physiology I to Minimum grade of C in BSC 1080 or BSC 1010 and successful completion of all developmental reading and writing courses and corresponding state exit exams. BSC 1010 is strongly recommended. The pre-requisite changes simplify and clarify existing pre-requisites. The other proposed change is adding the study of the endocrine system to the course. Adding study of endocrine system is the consensus of faculty.

Changes to course pre-requisites for BSC 1094 Anatomy and Physiology II to Minimum grade of C in BSC 1093C and completion of all developmental courses and corresponding state exit exams. The changes reflect the need to complete developmental math courses.
Changes to the course pre-requisites and course credits for CHM 2025 Introduction to College Chemistry and CHM 2025L Introduction to College Chemistry Laboratory. The course pre-requisites would be successful completion of all developmental courses and state exit exams. The change in course pre-requisites reflects the level of preparation students need to succeed in these classes. The lab credits for CHM 2025L change from three to one. The change in lab credit is in line with the overall change in all science courses with lab components.

Change to course descriptions, course co-requisites and course credits for CHM 2210; Organic Chemistry I and CHM 2210L; Organic Chemistry I Laboratory. The change would be to include The lecture and lab components of this class are now co-requisites of each other. The change in co-requisites benefits students because their learning experience is enhanced when they take the lab and lecture components of science courses at the same time. The change in lab credit for CHM 2210L is from two credits to one credit. This change in lab credit is in line with the overall change in all science courses with lab components.

Changes to course pre-requisites for PHY 1007 Physics for the Health Sciences. These would change to MAT 1033 with a minimum grade of C or higher level mathematics. The new pre-requisites indicate the level of math needed to succeed in this course.

Proposal to change the lab credits for 9 chemistry and physics laboratory courses to one credit. This change in lab credits brings these courses in line with overall change in all science courses with lab components.  Courses affected: CHM 2211L from 2 to 1, PHY 2053 from 3 to 4, PHY 2053L from 3 to 1, PHY 2054 from 3 to 4, PHY 2054L from 3 to 1, PHY 2048 from 3 to 4, PHY 2048L from 3 to 1, PHY 2049 from 3 to 4, PHY 2049L from 3 to 1.Applicable date for all: Fall 2009

	Conclusions
	Dr. Van Glabek made a MOTION to approve the proposed changes submitted above as written. The MOTION was seconded by Professor Nissan. The MOTION passed with a voice vote.
