EXPLAIN THE NATURE OF THE ACTION:

Currently, over-rides are being done for Humanities courses that do not begin with HUM for nursing students taking their Humanities electives (particularly Part B). This change would remove the need for over-rides for degree audits for nursing students who take a Humanities course with a prefix other than HUM.

JUSTIFICATION FOR CURRICULUM ACTION, OTHER EXPLANATORY INFORMATION:  This will remove an obstacle in the degree audit process that currently exists. Only HUM courses with the HUM prefix are being recognized as fulfilling the Humanities requirement for nursing students. This change will allow all Humanities courses to be recognized as fulfilling the requirement.
