	· P. Romeo met with Mary Lewis regarding policy and procedures for the Nursing Program and had several questions.

1.  If student is dismissed from program, can they be reinstated after they complete probation?  G. Tracey said that there are background checks on all the Health Professions.  P. Romeo clarified, but if it is not due to a background check problem, but a problem the student incurred with Edison?
2. R. Jester suggested Article 5 can cover this and the Committee decided to substitute the word, “admission” with “readmission.”

3. Also, M. Lewis had asked if a student is arrested during the program and convicted what happens to the student.  G. Tracey said for nursing they would be dismissed because they would not be licensed by the Florida State Board.
4. P. Romeo and M. Lewis agreed in their earlier meeting that “any other felony charges,” should be added to criminal history finding.  At the end of their appeal process, the original document stated the college appeal process is to be followed as found in the current catalog under Students Rights and Responsibilities…. The committee decided it should at that point refer students to the Student Governing Policies.
· The committee reviewed the Student Governing Policies and Procedures document, suggested and agreed upon changes.

· P. Romeo will retype with revisions and take it to Dr. Atkins

	· C. Gilfert asked if there is a fight on campus and she goes through the proper channels and decide to put the student on probation and they want to dispute it, would that come to the Academic Standards Committee?  P. Romeo said only after proper channels have been exhausted….  It should go through the proper channels, ex. Associate Dean, Dean, Academic Dean….
· C. Gilfert suggested there be a separate document like the committee’s for Student Services to deal with separate issues.

· Update on textbook authoring:  P. Romeo and B. Beeson have been working on it and B. Beeson emailed Florida State and waiting for reply.  They like their policies and will work on a complete conflict of interest policy.
