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Addendum to Disposition Policy
The current disposition statement states the following:

 The Special Cases Committee shall provide one of three rulings to the Associate Dean of Baccalaureate Programs: continue in the program, removal from the program, or not enough evidence was provided to make a recommendation in which case the committee may request further information from prior faculty, mentor teachers, or peers.  Within 14 days of receiving the recommendation from the Special Cases Committee, the Associate Dean of Baccalaureate programs shall make a decision on the case and notify all parties involved including candidate, academic advisor, department head, mentor teacher, and involved faculty.  The decision of the Associate Dean of Baccalaureate Programs is final.

The current change in process is effective as of May 1, 2009:  

The Special Cases Committee shall provide one of three rulings to the Vice President of Academic Affairs: continue in the program, removal from the program, or not enough evidence was provided to make a recommendation in which case the committee may request further information from prior faculty, mentor teachers, or peers.  Within 14 days of receiving the recommendation from the Special Cases Committee, the Associate Dean of Baccalaureate programs shall make a decision on the case and notify all parties involved including candidate, academic advisor, department head, mentor teacher, and involved faculty.  The decision of the Vice President of Academic Affairs is final.
